Celebrating the joy of living in Novato just got greener: The Novato Chamber of Commerce
has partnered with the Marin Conservation Corps to create on-site recycling for the 25" annual
Festival of Art, Wine and Music. Recognizing the Chamber’s goal of promoting the Novato
community, while leaving the smallest possible footprint behind, Pacific Gas and Electric
Company has signed on as the festival’s Presenting Sponsor.

“PG&E has made a significant corporate contribution to fight climate change,” says Coy
Smith, CEO of the Chamber and a former executive with Sand Diego Recycling and the
Materials for the Future Foundation. “We are very excited to be moving the festival into greener
territory.”

Laura Revilla of the Marin Conservation Corps says plans are still being worked out, but
MCC expects to have recycle containers and signage on-site. MCC will monitor and collect the
recycled materials, and haul them to distribution sites.

The organization also will have a booth at the festival with interactive games for children
and information about recycling and re-using materials to benefit the environment.
